Identify:

Chiang Ching-kuo – son/succeed Chiang Kai-shek 1978; cont’d authoritarian gov’t; attempt to lessen gap btwn Chinese & natives

Douglas MacArthur – Am commander in Pacific campaign WWII; headed Am occupation gov’t of Japan after war; later commanded int’l forces during Korean War

Korean War – 1950-1953; N ally w/ USSR + China and S w/ USA + small UN force; end as stalemate and cont’d division of Korea

Korekiyo Takahashi – minister of finance in Japan 1930s; increased gov’t spending to provide jobs; created export boom and eliminate military purchasing

Lee Kuan Yew – ruler of Singapore 1959-present; est. strict authoritarian gov’t; rule thru People’s Action Party so no other parties

Liberal Democratic Party – monopolized Japanese gov’t 1955-1990s; largely responsible for eco reconstruction of Japan 

Tojo Hideki – Japanese general; put down attempted military coup 1936; kept interfering w/ civilian cabinets to block appt. of liberal bureaucrats; helped create increasingly militaristic series of prime ministers after 1936

Zaibatsu – huge industrial combines created in Japan 1890s as part of industrialization

Describe Japan’s rise to importance.  Meiji reforms, military surge, lost WWII but made internal reforms for eco, big competition

What other centers in eastern Asia did Japan’s success mirror?  E Asia, S Korea, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Singapore
Decades of Turmoil: The World Wars and their Consequences

What was Japan’s industry like before the second phase in the 1920s?  rely heavily on low wage labor & export small # items, silk production boomed, agri productivity improved b/c better equip, rice production doubled

What were the results of the second industrial phase?  Zaibatsu, shipbuilding, metallurgy, use of electric power, can go to the movies, read newspaper, advanced edu, everyone wants to go to school

What were the limits on Japanese economic advance?  Vulnerability to eco conditions abroad, competition from artificial fibers from the West weaken silk exports, population boom, periodic protests

How did Japan’s economy recover quickly during the Great Depression?  New export boom, gov’t organized military, Japan build up war machine, Takahashi up gov’t spending to provide jobs ( new demands for food & manufactured goods

Describe Japan’s military leaders.  Trained in separate schools , true guardians of modern Jap state and older traditions, report to civilian authority and directly to emp, prestige declined b/c of military reductions

What happened when Japan had a liberal political pattern in the 1920s?  

Primacy given to party maneuverings and electoral appeals but hurt military and other conservative elite groups

When did the Japanese invade Manchuria?  1931 

What happened May 1932 and later in 1936?  Group of young army officers attacked key gov’t and banking officers and murdered prime minister; military coup 1936 but put down by Hideki’s troops, series of militaristic prime ministers

What was Korea’s government during Japanese colonial rule?  Monarchy

What did the Japanese force the Koreans to do?  No Korean language newspapers, Korean teachers wear Jap uniforms and carry swords, Jap $, Jap weights & measures, Jap language taught, send everything to Japan, forced conscription of labor gang members 

Describe the city of Singapore.  Mostly Chinese people there but was part of British Malaya but not Muslim, suffered greatly during Jap occupation in WWII ( widespread unemployment and poverty

East Asia in the Postwar Settlements

What nations became independent after WWII?  Philippines, Indonesia, Malaya 

What happened to Taiwan and Korea after WWII?  Ruled by Chiang Kai-shek, nationalist vs. communist mainland China, was a separate republic; remained divided but went thru N-S- conflict where only the US could keep S Korea independent from N Korea

What reforms did the American occupation government make?  Try to let women vote, encourage labor unions, try to abolish Shintoism as state religion, break up landed estates for benefit of small farmers, new constitution 

Describe Japan’s constitution.  Parliament = supreme gov’t body, gender equality in marriage, collective bargaining rights, military forces w/ war potential gone, emperor is just a symbol, respect the elderly

What changes were made for women and in education?  Women can vote but conditions differ from men; reduce nationalism in textbooks, more secondary schools, more ppl want to go to school, students go to college if pass very hard exams, don’t be selfish/egotistic, schools generate ethical discipline & group consciousness, teach them the traditions

Compare and contrast the governments of North and South Korea.  N: communist, Stalinist, one-man rule, isolated; S: nationalist but authoritarian, army officers took over effective rule over country but sometimes civilian gov’t served also

Describe the conflict between Taiwan and China.  Taiwan is nationalist and China is communist, they keep fighting each other and Taiwan is losing so the US has to go help them out.  US give eco aid until growing prosperity seemed assured

How did Hong Kong become a part of China?  Britain and China make an agreement in 1980s; Britain will return HK back in 1997

When did Singapore gain independence from Britain?  1959 even though keep large British naval base until 1971

What was the transition in east Asia from the 1960s onward?  Combining W contacts w/ important traditions of group loyalty moved to impressive eco recovery to new int’l influence on basis of manufacturing and trade

Japan, Incorporated

Describe how Japan’s politics cooperated with business.  State set production and investment goals while actively lending public resources to encourage investment and limit imports; gov’t business coord to promote eco growth and export expansion = Japan Inc.

What were the fine arts of Japan?  Poetry, painting, tea ceremonies, poetry contests, Kabuki & No theater, Jap movies/novels, art was Japanese with a pinch of Western, city orchestras play W music and Jap music

Who was Hiraoka Kimitoke/Yukio Mishima and what did he do?  Post-WWII writer wrote controversial themes, passionate nationalist, enjoy many W contacts & interests but later hate W ways, 1968 form private army to restore Jap ideals, suicide 1970

What evidence proved Japan to be one of the top economic powers of the world?  Total nat’l product > China + N/S Korea + Taiwan + India + Pakistan + Australia + Brazil; salaries less than W Germany but better than Britain; annual eco growth 10%/yr

What factors helped Japan become an economic power?  Active gov’t encouragement, edu expansion, foreign policy

What are Japan’s labor policies?  Leading corps encourage zealous work from most employees , social activities = better communication btwn boss and worker; system ensure lifetime employment but early retirement age, group solidarity, group consciousness, willing to abide by collective decisions, less concern for quick personal profits, no leisure life b/c reluctant

Describe Japanese family life.  Women well educated and don’t have many babies, small feminist movement, women focus on domestic duties and take care of kids, conform to group standards, Japan rely heavily on family support for elders

How did Western culture impact Japanese culture?  Sports like baseball tennis, and golf interest the Japanese; kids aren’t using chopsticks so they made the adults teach them how to use chopsticks, veneration of old age vs. youthful assertiveness

What other issues were associated with change?  Pollution and other environmental issues

The Pacific Rim: New Japans? 

Describe South Korean leaders before the 1980s and after that.  one leader after the other: assassinated or protested against; no more military leaders, some freedom of press except for any published communist works

Describe the South Korean economy.  Huge industrial firms created by combo of gov’t and active entrepreneurship, Korea beginning to match growth rate of Japan, successful competing in cheap consumer goods, had variety of int’l markets, steel, textiles

What did the Hyundai company build and what did it provide for its workers?  Built ships, petroleum supertankers, affordable houses for low-paid workers, schools, technical college, and area to do tae kwon do; workers have 6 day wks and 3 vacation days/yr

What were the effects of modernization in South Korea?  Population boom, highest population density on earth; birth rate decrease, intense air pollution, hothouse atmosphere of deals and business maneuvers, salary up even tho pop up, very rich/poor

Describe Taiwan’s economic development.  Agri and industry increased, money goes to edu, lit levels up

Who was Taiwan’s most important trading partner?  Japan

What goods did Japan get from Taiwan?  Foodstuffs, manufactured textiles, chemicals, other industrial goods

Describe Singapore’s government.  Est. tight controls over citizens, no sexual behavior/eco corruption, gov’t say need to be very disciplinary and restraining b/c so many ppl in one lil space, very low crime rate, no serious pol protest, majority party suppress rivals

Describe Singapore’s economy.  World’s 4th largest port, manufacturing, banking, shipbuilding, electronics, textiles, oil refining; 2nd highest salary, edu levels and health conditions way up

Describe Hong Kong’s economy.  

Major world port, center of int’l banking, export production combined w/ hi-speed tech w/ low wages + long hrs = very competitive

What did China agree to do for Britain after Hong Kong became a part of China?  

Respect territory’s free market economic system and maintain democratic pol rights 

What did the nations of the Pacific Rim have in common?  

Rapid growth rates, expanding exports, stress group loyalties vs. excessive individualism/protest in support of hard work; reliance on gov’t planning and direction amid limitations on dissent and instability 

What new problems did those nations encounter?  

Growth faltered, more unemployment, currencies less valuable, political pressures

How was Japan better than the United States?  

More exports, favorable side of trade balance w/ USA, invest in Am companies and real estate

What did people suggest the United States do in order to be as successful as the Pacific Rim?  

Open more partnerships btwn gov’t and private industry, do more eco planning, teach managers to commit themselves to group harmony instead of indiv. profit seeking, build new concord btwn management and labor, more job security and cooperative social programs
